Lilies have begun; last week for peonies.  The season does a natural rotation through the different flowers even as it moves through the vegetables.  This week Alissa has the most wonderful ruby red and orange snapdragons.  Perennial purple salvia.  Stately delphiniums.  Fragrant stock.  Dahlias are starting to bloom.  Her flower cooler is always the “Aaaah!” cooler.  
What rain!  What rain!  Derek and Laura stopped in for a minute last night.  Henry needed Derek’s mechanical expertise on the lawn mower.  Laura asked me, “What were you doing during this morning’s monsoon?”
“Truthfully?  I was cutting lettuce.  I cut five totes and it poured the whole time.”

“With all that water, you didn’t have to wash it, did you?”

“Yeh, right!!!  It was full of mud!  And I was full of mud.  And soaked from head to toe!  The one row was next to the old spinach so I knocked the spinach into the aisle and crawled on it.  The other side had just been tilled and re-planted into beets.  It was impossible to crawl there!  I was a mud ball, but I ‘got’er done!’”

The bath tub was really tempting me but I opted for long johns, wool socks, a winter coat, and a head band.  The thought of the boss soaking while everyone was working wasn’t quite as appealing.
