Winter greens … Need to go!

Last fall, after pulling the tomato vines out of the hoop house and the weather remaining so beautiful and balmy, I worked up the soil, formed new beds and planted cold tolerant lettuces, spinach and greens.  Wire hoops were pushed into the ground and everything covered with a light- weight white fabric.  The seeds germinated, grew, stalled as the weather cooled, and stood over winter, not freezing to death.  Now, with added warmeth and a bit of water, we have a crop of cress, claytonia, mache, endive and lettuce that needs to be either harvested or composted; it’s time to prep the hoop house for summer’s crop of cut flowers.
