Tulips:

Huge flowers.  Bright colors.  Long stems and perfect leaves.  Very Dramatic!  Special bulb flower food included.

Deb called Richard a ‘radish skeptic’!  Imagine!  Guess he thinks folks don’t care for radishes.  But seeing some of the radishes offered by our local grocery store, I understand.  Seedtime grows LOTS of radishes.  When we invite folks to sample our radishes, very seldom are we refused.
